Who can shadow?�To qualify, individuals should be committed to partnering with a public school; have expertise and interests that would benefit a public school; and a willingness to leverage professional and personal networks and resources to help support public schools.





What can I expect from this experience?


Each experience will be unique. Participants may spend the day observing classes and meeting with students, parents and staff. Principals and business leaders should      communicate before the visit to discuss logistics (e.g. directions to the school, arrival time, etc.) and to plan an agenda. In order to gain the most benefit from the visit, ACE encourages participants to spend time discussing the needs of the school, how a partner might help, and the possibility of an ongoing relationship.
